How to refer a patient for Ultrasound:
1) Fill out and send the Ultrasound Request Form. Please write a brief history in the provided section including conditions or illnesses you suspect or would like to rule out. A few sentences describing your main clinical findings and concerns will be adequate.
If you have any specific concerns or recommendations with regard to sedation/anesthesia or sample collection (FNA/biopsy), please include this in the history section as well. 
* Please avoid sending patient medical records.  A concise history of the current problem and recent relevant labwork is preferred.
Lab reports can be attached to the Ultrasound Request form if you submit it online, or reports and requests can be sent via fax to 805-904-6772, or by email to staff@centralvetimaging.com. You may include other types of reports (e.g. Cardiology consult reports, Radiograph interpretation reports, surgery reports etc.) if they are relevant to the current problem.
2) If recent radiographs have been taken, please send these images via the Vetology platform to Dr. Jones. Submit as a “Non-Billable for Referral” request if you do not want a written interpretation report. If a written interpretation report is desired, please send the images as a standard interpretation request (standard charge applies).
If you do not have access to the Vetology platform, please send the images via email to staff@centralvetimaging.com, or on a disc with the client if preferred. 

*If you have already submitted the radiographs via the Vetology platform for a reported interpretation, please make a note on the Request and disregard any resending.

3) We will be happy to contact the client for scheduling. Please make a note on the request and be certain to include their primary contact number. If the client prefers to contact us at their own discretion, please note this as well. 
4)  Please be aware that patients should be fasted the morning of their scheduled ultrasound/echo whenever possible. This is for sedation/anesthesia safety purposes as well as improved visibility during abdominal scans. Please remember to tell the client to fast their pet unless a health condition prevents them from doing so or the scan is being done on short notice or emergency basis. A small treat or spoonful of wet food in order to administer medications first thing in the morning is alright if necessary.
